Our central concern is that homework should be purposeful and built upon class work. The quantity of homework given is appropriate to the age, ability and aptitude of each pupil.
Reasons for giving homework:

· to facilitate the completion of classroom tasks; 

· to provide an opportunity for positive achievement as part of the formative process; 

· to identify and help overcome an individual's academic difficulties; 

· to facilitate the development of study skills; 

· to monitor progress.
